For Broadband-Internet with skyDSL  the skyDSL BOX  should be the only active DHCP 
server. Thereby internet traffic will be properly directed automatically. Therefore please 
check, if there is an active DHCP Server within the network and how to deactivate this 
service.

It is absolutely essential that no dial-in will be activated. 
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How to reset the skyDSL BOX to factory settings  
 

As a last resort the skyDSL BOX  can be reset to factory settings. This does not affect the 
firmware. 
 

Scenario: The skyDSL Box  has been set to a particular IP-address. The user has 
forgotten that particular address. As a result, the skyDSL box  cannot be operated by 
means of the internetbrowser anymore. 
 
Please conduct the following steps to reset the skyDSL BOX : 
·  Initial booting of the skyDSL  BOX(= unplug and replug power adapter), wait until the 

reset phase has been signalled by the LEDs (see table below) 
·  During the reset phase boot the skyDSL BOX  for a second time and again wait until 

the reset phase has been signalled by the LEDs. 
·  Boot the skyDSL BOX  for a third time during the reset phase and wait until the 

emergency system will be signalled by the LEDs (see table below).
